50 years of history

Markers set by questions – fun facts
1960 - 1970 - 1980 - 1990 - 2000 - 2010.

Issue each learner a card (mix them up). Each card will have Equality Diversity facts, picking out key events of the year; some may have fun facts thrown in for example (England World Cup 1966).

The year and position in line are marked on each individual card (but covered over).

Learners have to guess, discuss and establish the year they represent, then they stand in line at the perceived position (you may have 30 people in the wrong decade!!)

Once everyone is in line do the big reveal and reposition!

NEXT: 
Split off into cohort groups (10 years), 60’s, 70’s and so on.

Cohort group task (to be feedback in round up session).

A. Decide on two key facts from your 10 year sample.

B. Decide on how some of the facts you have decided on could be embedded into a curriculum.

If you don’t have 50 people it can be run as a table top card shuffle, use small groups to discuss a decade or shorten the line to suit learners lifespan, it’s up to you.

(1966 question? Do you think Britain today is a fairer place than it was in 1966?)
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
